It calls on the Iraqi government to immediately lift the siege on the city of Ashraf camp
And warns of a humanitarian disaster may occur in the besieged city

    Proceeding from our firm in a new world that respects the principles of human rights and care and protection to see democracy and human rights in the occupied Palestinian and Arab region, and in the interest of us to be in the context of the countries of the region and the appearance of civilization and one is in this spirit we share our concern and our solidarity with the international organizations and institutions and of our colleagues and friends of the Union and the Office of the European human rights concern is for all the residents of the city of Ashraf in Diyala province in Iraq, pressure and harassment are inconsistent with the values of human rights and international norms and values the privacy of the Arab and the Iraqi people, hospitable, as is our position that we are aware and we saw that the population of the city of Ashraf are protected internationally under the Convention Fourth Geneva and the Universal Declaration of the Rights and the decisions and recommendations issued by the United Nations and the International Committee of the Red Cross and pledged to multinational forces in Iraq, according to the protection of the city, and the transfer of protection to the Iraqi government on the basis of this and according to the U.S. administration in this regard.

And follow up the Palestinian Human Rights Foundation (Monitor) with deep concern the measures being taken by Iraqi authorities for the closure of Camp Ashraf, where there were three thousand and five hundred women and men belonging to the Iranian opposition People's Mujahedeen, and that the Iraqi authorities, which surrounded the camp for some time prevented doctors from reaching the Iraqi and the treatment of patients and this indicates that a humanitarian catastrophe in the city.
We affirm our commitment to protect the gains of developing for the government and the rule of law in Iraq and our desire to preserve the historical and cultural face of Iraq and its people and the protection of the democratic orientation of human rights committed to the principles and norms of international law is in this spirit we also emphasize that the preservation of the rights of the people of the Iraqi city of Ashraf and care comes within the framework of government support Iraq and the image of Iraq to the international community .. Therefore, the Iraqi government to lift restrictions imposed earlier on the peaceful people of the city of Ashraf, and respect its commitments to the international community to protect them and provide them with help instead of surrounded by a prelude to murder.
